The Japanese language classes are optional.

There are two classes, “Seminar: Japanese” and “Seminar: Japanese Culture”, each of
which corresponds to 2 credits and is offered at 5 different levels from beginning to
advance.

There are also Tokusetsu Nihongo (literally translated as “Special Japanese™) classes,
such as “Introductory Japanese”, “Intermediate Japanese”, “Advanced Japanese”,
“Advanced Japanese Reading”, “Advanced Japanese Writing”, “Chinese Character”,
and “Japanese Language Proficiency Test”.

Students will be advised to take classes based on the result of a placement test at the
beginning of the semester.

Scholarships for exchange students under inter -university exchange agreemtns are
very limited, so they are expected to support themselves while the stay in Japan.

F. Accommodations

Ochanomizu University has an International Student House outside the campus where
international and Japanese students live. All the rooms are single and furnished with a
bed, a desk, a fridge, an air conditioner, etc. Dining kitchens and shower rooms are
mutual facilities. It is self catering and the cost of meals differs individually.

Room rent fee: 4,700 yen a month

Maintenance fee: 1,000 yen a month

Residents’ association fee: 5,000 yen

Utilities: differs individually

Total cost: approximately 17,000 yen -20,000yen a month, meals are not included

The new dormitory will be available from April 2022. Students residing in the
International Student House will be required to leave it in March 2022. Please note
that the cost of living in the dormitory will change.

Room rent fee: 48,800 yen a month

Residents’ association fee: 5,000 yen a month
Water fee: 1,500 yen a month

Internet fee: 1,000 yen a month

Fee for start living: 48,800 yen

Electricity and gas fee will be collected separately.
